Setting Up the Video Camera

In Knapp 505: Lights all the way up. Tripod fully extended on all legs AND fully extend the center pole. Connect the camera to AC. Keep the camera level, neither shooting up nor shooting down. The camera’s physical position should line up (left right) with the center handle of the screen in the front of the room, and (along the front-by-screen back-by-door direction) with the front edge (by screen) of the side cabinets. Zero zoom. Leave the audio levels to auto. Use a lapel mic for best results. The PPT should be projected after pushing the “auto adjust” button on the projector. Press the camera’s back red button in / out to start / stop recording.
Camera to Computer
Connect the camera to AC so it can charge during this process, rather than running the battery down further. Connect the camera to the computer’s USB port. Hit the reset button on the camera’s body until you get the camera’s LCD screen filled with options entitled  “Select the memory for Connection”. Choose the top option called “All (for PC Only)”. You might now here  an auditory signal from the computer (or camera) confirming the connection. You may also see the camera’s red light blinking. That’s good. It confirms connectivity.
Open Windows Movie Maker on My Computer
Importing from the camera to windows movie maker -  From inside Windows Movie Maker, go the toppish icon entitled “Add Videos & Photos”, then navigate this path: Computer ( Cannon E ( AVCHP ( BDMV  ( Steam.

Then add each segment of the video in the desired chronological order. No need to reposition the cursor, as each successive item from the camera will be concatenated to the end of the most recently loaded file. Position your cursor before the first loaded item, and add a title slide (Use the Title icon).

Click the equivalent of the “FILE” button in the upper left corner, then click on “SAVE MOVIE” (about the 6th or so Icon down). Name the movie while keeping  it in wmv format. Finally, click on  Zune HD (for device)… you’ll have to scroll down to that….the Zune HD compresses the file (I think). NOTE THIS STEP ONLY BRINGS THE MOVIE INTO Windows Movie Maker…it does not actually save a usable version to the “Videos” library on your C-drive.  Some recommends keeping a high resolution of this file upon its first import from the camera…it could be compressed later…but Zune HD (for device) works here, too.
When the long process (perhaps 20 to 60 minutes) of loading / importing to Windows Movie Maker is complete, you can create a USABLE VERSION in the Videos library on your C drive. To create a youTube friendly (useable) file (from Windows Movie Maker to the C drive), again click the equivalent of the “FILE” button in the upper left corner, then click on “SAVE MOVIE” (about the 6th or so Icon down). Name the movie while keeping  it in wmv format. Finally, click on  Zune HD (for device)… you’ll have to scroll down to that….the Zune HD compresses the file (I think). This will seem redundant with the step above, but Windows Movie Maker needs to “have” the video in its possession (the step above, in yellow) before it can save it in compressed form to the c-drive.
Uploading from My C-drive to YouTube
Sign out of the Denison gmail / google / DU apps account, and sign into the gmail account that was created for youTube videos (google search “GMAIL” then click sign in). Click on the “YouTube” tab in the upper black “ribbon” filled with options. Click the UPLOAD icon (center-ish, top-ish), and then click “Select Files to Upload” and navigate to your C-drive, Libraries, Videos, and select the .wmv file for upload. Be sure the movie is appropriately named. This upload may take 15 minutes or so. When the upload is complete, YouTube will provide a URL. From that URL, you can add a searchable title, such as “Signal Detection Theory Lecture by Nestor Matthews”. Add that title within youTube, and then use that title as the search term within the BlackBoard’s Mashup option.
